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1. GENERAL INFORMATION

1.1 Information on the Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007-2013 JOP  

The Joint Operational Programme Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007-2013 is one of the ENPI financing instruments of the European Union to be implemented at the external borders of enlarged Europe during the period 2007-2013.

The programme intends to create a "connection bridge" between the three partner states with the purpose of supporting the communities in the borders area in order to find common solutions to similar problems to which they are confronted.

By this programme, the local authorities and other organisations in the border areas shall be encouraged to collaborate in view of developing the local economy, of solving certain problems related to the environment and of strengthening the preparation for emergency situations. The programme shall also promote a better interaction between the communities in the border areas.

The European Commission's financing for the Joint Operational Programme Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007-2013 amounts to EUR 126.72 million for the period 2007-2013. To these funds, the co-financing of the three partner states is added. The programme's budget amounts to EUR 138.12 million.

The Joint Management Authority holds the entire responsibility for the management and implementation of the Joint Operational Programme Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007-2013, in accordance with the provisions of EU Regulations and the principles of a healthy financial management. The most important responsibilities of the Joint Management Authority for the Joint Operational Programme Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007-2013 in relation to the potential applicants are the preparation of the selection criteria for the financing applications, of the evaluation methodology, conclusion of contracts with the selected applicants, with the support of the Joint Technical Secretariat.

The Joint Technical Secretariat 

The Joint Technical Secretariat is an implementation unit at regional level to which a part of the responsibilities of the Joint Management Authority has been assigned. The Joint Technical Secretariat maintains direct contact with the applicants by means of the Joint Operational Programme Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007-2013.

The Joint Monitoring Committee of the Joint Operational Programme Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007-2013.

The Joint Monitoring Committee  is the joint decision-making structure of the Joint Operational Programme Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007-2013 and is made up of the representatives of each state participating to the programme, as well as of the members with the statute of observer and is presided by the head of the Joint Management Authority, without voting right.

1.2. Information on the organisation of calls and selection of projects within the Joint Operational Programme Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007-2013

Within the context of JOP Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007-2013, calls for projects with fixed submission terms are organized. Full details on the projects which may be submitted within the calls, as well as on the submission terms thereof are available in the Applicant's guide published on the official website of the programme www.ro-ua-md.net
According to article 23 of the Implementation Regulation no. 951/2007, governing this programme, the contractual procedures and the standard documents and formats for the procurement contracts and the grants necessary for the implementation of the programme shall be those applicable for external actions and presented in the Practical guide of the Commission (PRAG), with the annexes in force on launching date of procurement procedures or projects tenders, adapted to the needs of the programme. The implementation of the project as of signature date of the contract and until the termination thereof, including the obligations related to reporting and payments shall be made according to PRAG.

The Joint Management Authority is the Contracting Authority for this programme, although certain attributions of the Contracting Authority provided by PRAG fall under the responsibility of the Joint Monitoring Committee. The attributions specified by the Commission Regulation no. 951/2007 laying down implementing rules for ENPI CBC, are: nomination of the members of the Evaluation Committees, decision regarding the selection criteria, the final decision regarding the selection of the projects (including the project's budget).

The projects financed by this programme shall be generally selected following a call for proposals launched by the Joint Management Authority. However, the participant countries may, with the approval of the European Commission, jointly identify cross-border investment projects at large scale by tender request: such projects may be selected by the Joint Monitoring Committee with the approval of the European Commission, provided such are concordant with the priorities and the measures of the programme and, at the same time, if a special budget is allotted to this respect.  The procurement contracts necessary for the implementation of such high scale projects shall be those applicable to external actions and presented in PRAG, with the annexes in force on launching date of procurement procedures.

The evaluation of projects submitted under the calls launched for the programme must be performed by an Evaluation Committee, appointed by the Joint Management Committee and made up of:
· A president without voting right proposed by the Joint Management Authority,

· A secretary without voting right proposed by JTS,

· An odd number of evaluators with voting right proposed by the participant countries.

The members of the Evaluation Committee must have the technical ability to evaluate the proposals and must not be in a conflict of interests.

The Evaluation Committee may be assisted by independent evaluation experts, contracted by the Joint Management Authority according to the criteria approved by the Joint Monitoring Committee. The number of the independent evaluation experts shall be established depending on the number and complexity of the received proposals, so that their technical expertise corresponds to the priorities covered by the call for proposals.

The independent evaluation experts work under the supervision of the President of the Evaluation Committee and assess the tenders from a technical and financial point of view and provide recommendations to the Evaluation Committee.

The President of the Evaluation Committee is responsible for ensuring the impartiality and the transparency of the evaluation process.

All members of the Evaluation Committee, as well as all observers, independent evaluation experts and the JTS staff involved have the obligation to observe the principles of confidentiality and impartiality.

The entire evaluation process together with the recommendations of the Evaluation Committee is registered in an evaluation report which is transmitted for approval to the Joint Monitoring Committee. The evaluation report includes the projects proposed for financing, as well as a list of reserves. The Evaluation Committee may recommend a proposal under certain conditions (for example with a reduction of the eligible costs).

The Joint Monitoring Committee shall approve the list of proposals for sorted projects depending on the obtained score and the recommendations made by the Evaluation Committee. No proposal for projects which does not fulfill the minimum technical necessary score may be approved.

If the Joint Monitoring Committee decides not to follow part or all recommendations of the Evaluation Committee it shall justify its decision in writing. The decision shall be then sent by the Joint Management Authority to the European Commission for approval.

Based on a formal approval of the list of projects by the Joint Monitoring Committee, the Joint Management Authority shall conclude a grant contract with the beneficiary. 

MRDT wishes to ensure that the entire evaluation process of the projects submitted in the context of open calls for the programmes is achieved by evaluators with a high degree of professionalism. Thus, MDRT intends to set up of a group of potential evaluators, out of which independent evaluation experts would be selected for the participation to the evaluation of the projects submitted within the calls launched for JOP Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007 – 2013.

1.3. Implementation location of the subsequent services contracts

The assessment of the project shall be performed either on-line or at the headquarters of the Joint Technical Secretariat of the program located at the Regional Office for Cross-border Cooperation in Suceava, Romania, depending on the technical facilities available at that moment.  

2. SUBJECT OF THIS TENDER 

 The subject of this tender is the set-up of the group of potential evaluators for JOP Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007 – 2013 described under item 7 of the Terms of reference and the conclusion of framework agreements with independent evaluation experts who shall be a part of this group.

Thus, the purpose of this tender is to constitute a data base with independent evaluation experts who shall provide an objective evaluation of the submitted projects and who shall contribute therefore to the efficient use of the funds available within the programme. The selected independent evaluation experts shall provide technical support to the Evaluation Committees for the Joint Operational Programme Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007 – 2013 during the evaluation process of the submitted applications within various calls for proposals during the implementation period of the programme. Mainly, the independent evaluation experts shall ensure a high quality evaluation, from a technical and financial point of view, of the financing applications to be submitted within the Joint Operational Programme Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007 – 2013. The documents subject to evaluation shall be in English and shall include also schemes/graphics, feasibility studies or summaries thereof and other supporting documents necessary for the development of an infrastructure project, the financial chapters of the investment.

The framework agreement does not involve financial commitment. 

Subsequently, when the services of an evaluator shall be requested (according to the mechanism described under item 7), a subsequent services contract shall be concluded between MRDT and the respective expert, member of the group of potential evaluators.

The signing of the framework agreement does not guarantee the conclusion of a subsequent services contract.
3. OBJECTIVE AND PURPOSE OF THE FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT 

3.1. Overall objective of the framework agreement 

The overall objective of the framework agreement concluded with the independent evaluation experts is to support the institutions responsible with the management and implementation of JOP Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007-2013 for the adequate management of the funds allotted through the programme, by selecting a series of viable project proposals that respond to the objectives of the programme.

3.2 Purpose of the framework agreement and expected results

The independent evaluation experts included in the group of potential evaluators shall perform the evaluation of projects which shall be submitted within different calls, in their quality as members of the Evaluation committees for JOP Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007-2013 and according to the Evaluation Grids approved by the Joint Monitoring Committee.

3.3 Beneficiary of the framework agreement

The Ministry of Regional Development and Tourism, Romania, as Joint Management Authority of JOP Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007-2013, located in Bucharest, Romania.

3.4 Description of the tasks of the independent evaluation experts

The selected experts shall assist the Evaluation Committees with the purpose of achieving the technical and financial evaluation of the applications submitted within various calls for projects according to the evaluation criteria approved by the Joint Monitoring Committee (JMC) and that shall be comprised in the Guidelines for applicants. The evaluation shall be performed in accordance with the provisions of PRAG.

The experts must fill in each section of the Evaluation Grid related to the relevant call for projects proposals, with clear observations and comments for each sub-criterion, strongly arguing the score given in each stage based on the financing application and the support documents including the summary of the feasibility study. The evaluation grid shall comprise aspects related to the financial and operational capacity of the applicant, the relevance of the action, the methodology, sustainability, budget and cost-benefit analysis. The final evaluation for each proposal must contain sufficient information to justify the total given score. To this extent, the selected independent evaluation experts must fulfill the following tasks:

a) To qualitatively evaluate the projects proposals using the established criteria under the required form (besides the written evaluations, the motivation of the given score is also necessary). The independent evaluation experts shall analyze all or a part of the documents related to the projects proposals from a technical and financial point of view in order to evaluate the correctness and coherence of the documents. The evaluation is made, whenever relevant, also on the feasibility studies or on the summaries thereof as well as/ or on the economic and financial documents.

b) To provide additional comments under exceptional and justified cases, upon the request of the Joint Management Authority.

c) To provide at the end of each evaluation session recommendations regarding the possibility of improvement of the evaluation grid and of the evaluation procedure.

4. LOTS TO BE APPLIED FOR ACCORDING TO THE PREPARATION/ EXPERTISE FIELDS
Lot 1 - Relevant fields for this lot are:

· Construction and rehabilitation of roads and/ or railways;

· Construction and overall rehabilitation of border crossing points, special technical equipment;

· Improvement of the business, research and development infrastructure, tourism facilities;

The applications with relevance for the activity fields related to this lot shall be selected.
Lot 2 - Relevant fields for this lot are:

· Management of water resources and wastes, neutralization infrastructure, sewage and waste waters;

· Environment protection; 

· Biodiversity management;

· Management of natural protected areas;

· Rapid alarming systems for incidents threatening the human lives (floods and other calamities);

· Water supply and/ or water purification systems and sewage systems;

· Decontamination of deposits and remedy of adjacent areas thereof affected by pesticides;

The applications with relevance for the activity fields related to this lot shall be selected.
Lot 3 - Relevant fields for this lot are:

· Energy systems (gas and electricity); interconnection of energy systems; improvement of energy networks and energy efficiency;

· Local renewable energy schemes.

The applications with relevance for the activity fields related to this lot shall be selected.
5. DESCRIPTION OF THE RECRUITMENT AND CONTRACTING PROCESS OF THE INDEPENDENT EVALUATORS
5.1 Management of the pool of independent evaluation experts 

The Joint managing Authority (MRDT) shall set up a group of potential evaluators for JOP Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova established observing the lots described at section 5 and including those candidates that fulfil the minimum criteria set in section 4. 

There is no limited number of experts who shall be a part of the group of potential evaluators for JOP Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007-2013. All experts who shall fulfil the conditions of this tender shall be accepted within the group of potential evaluators of the programme and a framework agreement valid until year 2013 shall be concluded with such. Moreover, for the completion of the group of potential evaluators with a sufficient number of experts for the evaluation of the submitted projects, such may be achieved, when necessary, by launching new tenders.

The Joint Management Authority of JOP Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova 2007-2013 manages the group of potential evaluators and shall be permanently in contact with the members thereof. The Joint Management Authority shall communicate to the potential evaluators the imminent recruitment opportunities into an Evaluation Committee formed at the level of the programme and shall collect information on the availability of the experts.

The members of the group of potential evaluators may update the submitted documentation (by adding new cumulated experience and related references, new diplomas, qualifications) before the formation of an Evaluation Committee. Thus, the initially granted score for the technical tender shall be recalculated whenever such situation occurs. 

A member of the group of potential evaluators shall lose such qualification under one of the following conditions:

1. Lack of stating a conflict of interests;

2. Breach of the confidentiality and impartiality rules during the evaluation process;

3. Repeated refusal (more than 1 refusal) of the request to participate to evaluation sessions;

4. Inappropriate evaluation (incorrect and/ or incomplete evaluation ascertained by the president of the Evaluation Committee during the performance of the evaluation process and/ or lack of observance of the Evaluation and selection procedure, ascertained by the president of the Evaluation committee during the performance of the evaluation process);

5. Upon request of the expert to terminate the framework agreement.

5.2 Selection of the independent evaluation experts for various calls for proposals
The independent assessors shall be asked to support the Evaluation Committee in the evaluation process after the conclusion of the administrative check of the applications submitted under each call for proposals. Only the JMA is entitled to engage the independent assessors from the pool.

Inclusion in the pool does not guarantee further involvement in the evaluation processes, the selection of the assessors being done according with the number of projects to be evaluated, necessary fields of expertise, professional experience and availability of experts. 

Whenever the support of an independent assessor is considered as necessary, the JMA shall select the assessors from the pool and conclude individual service contracts with them.

The JMA selection will ensure transparency and balanced representation of participating countries, while respecting equality of opportunities and non-discrimination principles.

6. VALIDITY OF THE POOL OF ASSESORS AND DURATION OF THE FRAMEWORK CONTRACT

The pool will be valid until year 2013 and will be functional until the finalization of all the evaluation sessions of the applications submitted. Independent assessors might remain in the pool for the entire programme period. The pool may be up-dated if needed, including by publication of new calls for expression of interest in case there will be a shortage of independent assessors.

7. REMUNERATION

The independent assessors will be contracted individually by the JMA following their selection for evaluation tasks, according with the Romanian public procurements legislation. 

The maximum rate for the evaluation will be EUR 150 (including VAT) per project evaluation grid. The proposals exceeding this amount shall be excluded.

The exact fee will be set up following the conclusion of individual service contracts with each assessor, taking into consideration the price offered by each expert.

The payment shall be made based on an activity report drafted by the expert, appraised by the president of the Evaluation Committee and approved by the Joint Management Authority. The report shall be drafted and send for appraisal after each evaluation session in which the valuation expert was involved or accompanying each payment request according to the provisions of the contract regarding the payment method.

Such report shall comprise at least the following information:

· Identification data of the evaluator

· Identification data of the call for proposals 

· The name of the president of the Evaluation Committee

· Identification of the evaluated projects (project code, project title, Leader Partner of the project)

· Period during which the evaluation of projects took place

· A section with relevant aspects ascertained after the evaluation of projects.

If the case (e.g. if the President of the Evaluation Committee specifically asks for the presence of the evaluator in order to explain, clarify or provide additional information to the Evaluation Committee regarding the assessment of the projects entrusted to them), the travel and accommodation expenditure shall be reimbursed by the Joint Managing Authority in accordance with normal standards imposed by Romanian legislation (e.g. flight tickets at economic class). 

8. CONFLICT OF INTEREST 

To ensure the independence of proposal evaluation, selected assessors will have to sign a declaration certifying that there is no conflict of interest at the time of appointment and that they undertake to inform the JMA of any situation of conflict, even potential, while carrying out their duties. 

In general, the role as independent assessor is incompatible with being:

· member, observer or their deputy in the Joint Monitoring Committee, 

· employer of an applicant or partner in any of the programme’s calls for proposals, 

· consultant for designing projects in the frame of the Romania-Ukraine-Republic of Moldova JOP calls for proposals.

Also, the role as independent assessor is incompatible with an expert who:

· was involved in writing a project proposal – or project/study related with the grant application form - which is going to be evaluated within the call for proposals for which he is selected from the pool of assessors;

· is holding  shares of the consultancy company which wrote the proposal to be evaluated, or shares of the applicant and/or his partners;

· is member of the management board or steering committee of the consultancy company which wrote the proposal to be evaluated, or of the management board or steering committee of the applicant and/or his partners;

· is husband/wife, relative or in-law relative, including the fourth degree, of people who are  members of the management board or steering committee or hold shares of the applicant and/or his partners; 

· is husband/wife, relative or in-law relative, including the fourth degree, of people who occupies management positions within the authorities playing the role of applicant or partners, or of people who are members of the team which implements the project.

9. CONFIDENTIALITY AND IMPARTIALITY

Assessors will have to observe complete confidentiality of the information and documents brought to their attention during the whole evaluation process. If selected, before starting the evaluation, the assessors will be requested to submit the “Declaration of Impartiality and Confidentiality”.

Failing to declare a conflict of interest or failing to respect the confidentiality and impartiality during the evaluation process where an assessor is involved may lead to the cancelling of both the framework and service contracts, and to the exclusion from the pool of assessors as well. Also, the respective assessor will bear any other consequences and sanctions provided by the legislation or by the above mentioned contracts.

In cases where, after the conclusion of the service contract, an assessor selected from the pool is founded to be in conflict of interest, the service contract is cancelled.

CHAPTER III

FORMS

Chapter III contains the forms destined, on one hand, to facilitate the elaboration and submission of the offer and of the documents that accompany it, and on the other hand, to allow the Selection Commission to evaluate quickly and correctly all submitted offers.
